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Introduction

Manuscript is to be written on an A4 format (210 x 297 mm) with either one or two pages.  Keep 30, 25, 17.5, and 17.5 mm for upper, lower, left, and right margins, respectively. The writing area should be 175 x 242 mm. The text will be written in two columns of 84.0 mm with a 7 mm gutter. For the Header and Footer, the secretariat use. Please leave the header blank (Fig. 1).
Authors are required to use the Word.doc template, which is available from the web site. Use of the template will ensure proper formatting. Use “Styles” in the pull-down “Style menu” at the left of the formatting Toolbar at the top of your Word window. For example, select the “JPS Title” style for typing in your title. Do not change the font sizes or line spacing.
Keywords also should be submitted from the abstract submission page on the web: http://www.5ips.jp/ .
Results and Discussion 

Body text of manuscript should be divided into three sections: 'Abstract', ‘Introduction’ and ‘Results and Discussion’. Please write your abstract under "JPS Abstract" of pull-down menu within five lines. Make sure “JPS Headline_Intro” and “JPS Headline_Results” for the headlines of ‘Introduction’ and ‘Results and Discussion’ are selected, respectively. When writing the text, use “JPS BodyText” as the style.

Place graphics (e.g., TIF) for figures as close to the position of their mention in the text as possible. It is recommended to use the graphics with good contrast and at least 300 dots per inch (dpi) resolution. The proceedings will be published in black and white; therefore, avoid using color graphics. For best results, submit artworks in the actual size at which they should appear in the proceeding book. Original artworks, which do not need to be reduced to fit a single (84 mm) or double column (175 mm), will yield the best quality.
Artworks should be embedded. To indicate where artworks should be positioned in the text, point the cursor at the insertion point and use either Insert < Picture < From File, or copy the image to the Windows clipboard, and Edit < Paste Special < Picture (with “Float over text” unchecked).
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All figures must be given sequential numbers (1, 2, 3, etc). They have a caption, which must be set by using Textbox and the “Insert” option at the centered position just below the figure. The caption should be typed with Helvetica or Arial in 9 pt and italics (use JPS FigCaption).
Place graphics (e.g., TIF) for tables as close to the position of their mention in the text as possible Tables, which are made by using the tabular format in Word or Excel, are not acceptable. All tables must be given sequential numbers (1, 2, 3, etc) and have a caption above the table. Each table may have footnotes, in which details should be put. Font is strongly recommended to be Helvetica or Arial. Font size should be used 9 pt. For the table, a title should be written in italics.

Omit the title ‘Acknowledgments’, and start from a new paragraph at the end of Results and Discussion section when writing acknowledgment. Use the style ‘JPS Acknowledgment’.
